În martie 2020, Comisia Europeană a lansat Strategia Uniunii Europene (UE) privind egalitatea 
de gen (2020-2025), cu obiectivul  de a realiza o Uniune a Egalității. Strategia prezintă obiective 
politice și acțiuni pentru a face progrese semnificative până în 2025 către o Europă egală între 
femei și bărbați, în care femeile și bărbații, fetele și băieții, în toată diversitatea lor, să fie liberi să 
urmeze drumul ales în viață, să aibă șanse egale de a prospera și să poată participa în mod egal 
și să conducă societatea europeană1. 

Principalele obiective ale Strategiei UE privind egalitatea de gen sunt sfârșitul violenței bazate pe 
diferențe de gen; eliminarea stereotipurilor de gen; reducerea decalajelor de gen pe piața muncii; 
realizarea unei participări egale în diferite sectoare ale economiei; diminuarea decalajelor de 
remunerare și de pensii de gen; reducerea decalajului și atingerea echilibrului de gen în procesul 
decizional și în politică1.  

Programul cadru al UE pentru cercetare și inovare, Orizont Europa (2021-2027), urmărește 
îndeaproape obiectivele Strategiei UE privind egalitatea de gen prin următoarele cerințe2: 

• Dimensiunea de gen trebuie luată în considerare și integrată în conținutul propriu-zis de 
cercetare și inovare al propunerii de proiect, fiind evaluată de către experții evaluatori în 
criteriul ”Excelență”.

În 2021, UEFISCDI a fost una din primele instituții publice din România care a dezvoltat un plan 
de egalitate de gen în România3. Acesta este un plan de gen comprehensiv, care a analizat ariile 
de intervenție necesare în organizație și care propune măsuri concrete, acțiuni și responsabilități 
specifice pentru atingerea obiectivelor de egalitate de gen în UEFISCDI.  

Începând din 2022, organizațiile individuale care aplică în orice parte a Orizont Europa și

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Introduction 
The Gender Equality (GE) strategy for 2022-2025 was developed by the University of Agricultural 

Sciences and Veterinary Medicine of Cluj-Napoca on the basis of input from the entire university 

and takes into account everyone who works and studies at our university. The GE strategy was 

built on the provisions of the European Charter for researchers and of the Code of Conduct in the 

process of the recruitment of researchers4, 2015-2019, the European Gender Equality Strategy 

2020-20255 and the Horizon Europe guidance on gender equality plans6. 

The motivation for developing the GE strategy is to ensure that our university is a safe place for 

everyone, and all activities and processes that take place respect the principles of equality, 

diversity, inclusiveness and non-discrimination. 

Based on the GE strategy, the university developed the GE Plan (GEP) for 2022-2025, with 

concrete actions and measures, as well as indicators for measuring progress of its implementation 

and revisions. 

Enforcing its mission and values, the GE strategy and the GEP of the University of Agricultural 

Sciences and Veterinary Medicine of Cluj-Napoca ensure and promote equality and diversity to 

knowledge and the acquisition of skills to all. The objectives of the GE strategy are implanted 

through specific actions that aim at safeguarding an equal and inclusive organizational culture 

and promoting gender-equality at all levels. As such, the GE strategy and the GEP will pro-actively 

enable, gender equality awareness raising, skills and competences; gender balance in decision-

making structures and processes, including recruitment; gender equality in teaching and 

research; and integrating the gender dimension in teaching curricula and the entire research 

process. 

 

I. Review of requirements, policies and case studies 
Prior to developing the GE strategy and the GEP, the University of Agricultural Sciences and 

Veterinary Medicine of Cluj-Napoca appointed a working group to conduct a literature review of

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II. 2. Data analysis 

We conducted internal analyses of the data collected, and reviews of existing policies addressing 

gender equality and inclusiveness. The analyses took place in workshops, meetings and working 

seminars at all levels, with the gender equality function assigned for developing the GEP and 

including the university management, university academic and research staff, representatives of 

university administrative and support services, and representatives of students. Each and all 

working groups included even numbers of men and women. 

The conclusions of the internal audit were then analysed in the university Senate, and then 

communicated to the entire university staff and students.  

With mandate from the university Senate, the Rector committed to the development and 

implementation of the GEP for the University of Agricultural Sciences and Veterinary Medicine of 

Cluj-Napoca, for 2022-2025. 

 

1. Quantitative analysis of data

The analysis of numerical data illustrated that: 

• At university management level, the gender distribution is well-represented, with 5 women 
and 6 men 

• The total numbers of women and men in administrative and support services display that 

the number of women is significantly higher than that of men. 

• (There are more men than women in leadership positions at faculty level; women are 

more reluctant in taking up additional administrative responsibilities because of work-life

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2. Qualitative analysis of data

The qualitative research showed that: 

• (Combining work and family life – women more often declare that they are responsible for 

most of family duties) 

• (The expectation of international mobility is more difficult for women to reconcile with 

taking care of children and other dependents) 

• (Women do more housework; maternal responsibilities delay academic work and 

discourage women from taking up administrative positions) 

• (Women with children do not take longer trips abroad, they publish less, become less 

involved in the social life of the faculty, and less frequently decide to take up administrative 

positions) 

• (The gender dimension is not yet well integrated in research and teaching) 

• (The university is perceived as a safe place, without gender-violence) 

• (The university is overall perceived as inclusive) 

• (Stereotypes and unspoken biases regarding gender still exist in the University 

community, such as beliefs that women are less ambitious, less talented, or that they are 

less often considered experts, while men are more determined and resistant to stress) 

• (Stereotypes and prejudices translate into behaviors, such as condescending treatment, 

refusal to recognise the substantive training of women due to their style of self-

presentation, which is less confrontational, for instance) 

• (The strategies of the faculties are rather unclear – cases are handled covertly, faculties 

do not communicate that they act on gender equality in any way) 

• (There is a noticeable lack of procedures and knowledge about the gender equality, 

inclusiveness and non-discrimination) 

• (Respondents to surveys indicated that they had experienced comments or jokes referring 

to stereotypical beliefs about gender (%), inappropriate informal attitudes (%), derisive 
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comments about dress and appearance (%), questioning the ability to combine 

professional work with caring for children (%) ) 

• (Respondents to surveys indicated that they had experienced situations related to, for 

example, someone has taken credit for another’s achievements (%) or the existence of 

conflicts between one’s professional and private life (%) ) 

• (A small number of respondents to surveys indicated inappropriate violations of personal 

space (%), persistent attempts at initiating contact about private matters (%), sexual 

advances (%). However, none of these situations may be taken lightly.) 

 

To summarize the results of the studies, it can be noted that all the situations mentioned by the 

respondents and situations analyzed at the university are, to some extent, factors of discrimination 

or manifestations based on gender. 

The important conclusions of the internal analysis at the university ............. are: 

- We need to revisit the existing policies and procedures, to make gender relevant, and develop 

new ones covering all identified areas of intervention 

- We need to train and educate our staff and students on gender-equality  

- We need to communicate gender relevant actions and measures actively and efficiently 

- We need to develop a gender strategy and a GEP for 2022-2025, with clear actions and targets, 

and responsible persons 

The internal analysis displays a general situation in which gender diversity is adequately 

represented and emphasized. There are areas in which the number of women surpasses the 

number of men, while in others the situation is converse. Thus, it is safe to conclude that within 

UASVM there is an organizational culture focusing on gender diversity and equality. However, 

based on the conclusions of the internal analysis, two main areas of intervention are foreseen:  

- UASVM should forward a GS and a GEP for 2022-2025  

- UASVM  should effectively and actively disseminate gender relevant actions and measures 
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III. GE strategy and GEP 
Based on the internal review and the national and European policies and requirements, the 

university Senate and the Rector committed to developing the university strategy for gender 

equality for 2022-2025, and the corresponding GEP. 

The University of Agricultural Sciences and Veterinary Medicine of Cluj-Napoca decided on 

creating the function of GE officer within each faculty plus one GE delegate in each department 

(academic and other university departments). The GE officer has a proactive role, and the GE 

delegates have a consultant role in implementing and monitoring the GE strategy. 

Specifically, the GE officers and GE delegates contribute to setting up, implement, monitor and 

evaluate the GEP; provide practical support and tools to the actors involved in the GEP 

implementation; cooperate with and engage stakeholders at all levels in order to ensure the 

implementation of the GEP’s actions; raise awareness about the benefits of gender equality in 

the university; assess the progress towards gender equality in the university. 

The university management (Senate and Rector) mandated the GE functions (officers and 

delegates) at the university and a dedicated working group to develop the GE strategy and the 

GEP 2022-2025. The GE working group included men and women representatives of university 

leadership, academic positions and researchers, and students from each faculty, representatives 

of university administration and support services, and one external expert (for example, from 

UEFISCDI, as the author of the first GEP for a public organization in Romania, or other relevant 

organization).

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IV. Monitoring and evaluation of the GEP 
The implementation of the GEP at the University of Agricultural Sciences and Veterinary Medicine 

of Cluj-Napoca, the progress against the GE strategy aims and objectives are regularly assessed, 

through periodic meetings. The implementation of the GEP will be permanently monitored by the 

GE functions (officers and delegates) at the university. The GE officers at each faculty together 

with the GE delegates within each department are responsible with collecting data and input. They 

will perform a first analysis of the progress of the GEP (against the indicators), gather knowledge 

and feedback. 

The GE functions at the university will conclude findings reports (once a year), which are then 

presented to the university management (Rector, VRs, Deans) and discussed. These meetings 

will provide valuable conclusions on the implementation of the GEP. These meetings will also 

provide comments and recommendations that will enable adjustments and improvements to 

interventions on the GEP for the following year. 

The periodic reports allow the continuous review of the impact of the GEP as well as keeping the 

wider community informed and engaged in the progress towards gender equality. The review of 

progress reports includes qualitative information as well as quantitative data, such as updates on 

human resource data disaggregated by sex, monitoring data to keep track of the implementation 

of key actions. 

After their conclusion and adoption by the university management (Senate, Rector, VRs), the 

periodic (annual) GE progress report is published on the university website and communicated to 

the entire academic community.

Informațiile de bază și angajamentele prezentate în planul de egalitate de gen care sunt publicate 

ar trebui să fie conforme cu regulamentul general privind protecția datelor (GDPR). 

 Planul de egalitate de gen (GEP) trebuie să fie semnat de conducerea superioară a 
organizației. GEP ar trebui să fie un document strategic asumat de conducerea superioară a 

organizației. Acesta ar trebui să fie semnat de șeful executiv al organizației, cu un lider desemnat 

în mod clar din echipa de conducere pentru a duce planul mai departe (Rector, Senat, Consiliu, 

Director General etc.).

1. Resurse dedicate10  

Universitatea/organizația de cercetare ar trebui să ia în considerare alocarea de resurse (umane 

și financiare) relevante pentru dimensiunea și volumul activităților sale.
